The budget process begins in February of each year as enroliment projections are reviewed and a
budget calendar is developed. The Business Office works with the school principals and other
district administrators to determine staffing, supply and equipment needs to be included in the
budget. Once these areas are defined and approved by the Superintendent of Schools, a tentative
budget is developed for the following school year. That tentative budget is reviewed by the Board of
Education. Initial budget reports were given to the Board on June 11" and June 25", After any
revisions, the Board votes to approve the tentative budget which is placed on public display for
public comment for a period of no less than 30 days. The FY10 tentative budget was approved on
July 23, 2009.

The final budget for FY10 is scheduled to be approved by the Board of Education at the September
24, 2009 Governing Board meeting.

District Revenues - Local, State, and Federal Funding Sources

1. Local Funding:

A. Tax Levy - The FY10 budget is based on 50% of the 2008 tax levy, and 50% of the 2009 pending
tax levy. Total revenue expectations from the 2008 tax levy have been reduced from amounts
previously expected due to a 50% reduction in the Key Lime Cove assessment negatively
impacting the district by $300,000. The revenue anticipated to be received from a future 2009
levy is also less than projected in previous forecasts. This is due to a tax cap of .1% (1 tenth of 1
percent), and low new construction estimates. The CPI, or consumer price index, sets the level of
increase in revenues for the district based on the state tax cap. The FY10 budgeted taxes are
anticipated to be $62,991,476, which is a $1,094,675 increase over FYQ9 real estate tax budget.

B. Corporate Personal Property Replacement Taxes - “CPPRT" are taxes on business
earnings/profits that are prorated back to the district. The tax dollars are deposited in the
Education, Transportation, and Retirement accounts. The Corporate Personal Property
Replacement Taxes received in FY09 were $545,315, which was $76,727 less than received in
the prior year. Due to current economic conditions, this reduction is expected to continue in FY10.
The FY10 budget for CPPRT is $560,700. The state budget allocation report is not yet available.

C. Interest Earnings — Interest earnings are budgeted based on average cash balances and
anticipated interest rates. Last year (excluding construction) the district budgeted $1,733,000 in
interest earnings. For FY10, we are projecting lower interest revenues, mainly due to the tax
dollars being invested at 1.5%, which is down from the 2% or 3.5% interest rate that we received
in the prior years. FY10 interest earnings are estimated at $1,277,400.

D. Reaistration Fees —Each year the district averages between $40,000 to $50,000 in uncollected
fees; we expect collections in general to be less in FY10 due to more fee waivers being
completed. The number of low-income students has increased from 17%(1,233) to 19%(1,385)
over the last 12 months. We have $552,500 budgeted for registration fees.

E. Food Service — Food service revenues are budgeted at $1,350,000 for FY10. Revenues received
are based on usage and the per meal cost. The usage, or volume of purchases, has been stable
and the fee amount has not been increased. Revenue received from federal free and reduced
lunch sales is expected to increase with the rise in federal lunch applications, but those revenues
are recorded under federal funding. Annually, over 740,000 meals are served by Arbor Food
Service during the school year. $430,000 in federal lunch program reimbursements is expected
for FY10.

F. Developer Donations — Impact fees at one time were a significant revenue source to help fund
school land purchases, school construction and offset operational costs. Due to the decline in
housing starts, the amount budgeted for impact fees are $25,000. We have a number of fee
agreements in place, which would normally warrant a higher estimate, but little construction is
occurring. The fees become due once construction permits are awarded.

G. E-Rate Revenues — The revenues earned are based on expenditures made on phone bills, cell
phone bills, and internet communications/data line charges. The revenues are applied for by the
district, and are rebated directly from the utility company. The estimated revenue for the FY10
budget is approximately $142,035.
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1. State Funding:

A. General State Aid - (GSA) - An update on our General State Aid (GSA) calculations from the
state was received on September 1, 2009. The State Board assists with our GSA estimates
because the calculation includes attendance information from Prairie Crossing Charter School.
The State combines District #50's attendance with Prairie Crossing Charter School’s attendance
when calculating the grant. The estimate is based on known items such as our reported average.
daily attendance, Corporate Personal Property Tax, last years Prairie Crossing enroliment of 288,
and the $130 Foundation level increase to $6,119. Based on these estimates, and with a higher
reported average daily attendance, it appears we will see a higher estimate for General State Aid
than currently budgeted. However; it was indicated that General State Aid would be prorated
based on low income counts. Until confirmation is received on the amount, we are budgeting no
increase at this time.

B. Transportation Reqular and Special Education State Aid - The earlier FY10 budget was based on
actual revenues received in FY09, which was lower due to the extreme delay in payments being

processed from the state comptroller’s office, 50% of which fell into the following fiscal year. At
this time the state transportation claims have been completed and submitted. The numbers being
budgeted reflect the claim summary prorated at 96% for Special Education transportation and
97% for Regular transportation. No prior year dollars are budgeted in FY10.

C. Transitional Impact Aid — We received notification of the districts’ qualification for transitional
impact aid in the amount of $750,955. The calculation to determine eligibility is not completed
until the end of the fiscal year and we were unaware that we qualified until the last week in
August. These state funds are provided to districts that show a loss of state revenues from one
year to the next. The amount of the aid is prorated at 51.72% of the loss of state funds between
the two fiscal years. The advice from the state board is to budget as one-time revenue, not
reoccurring revenue. Transitional impact aid is not budgeted for next fiscal year.

1. Federal Funding:

A. Federal Grants - Federal funding estimates are expected to be revised upward over the coming
months as grant amounts are confirmed through the ISBE once the state budget is passed. We
would expect a 3.5% average growth in these revenues. Federal Grants include: the National
School Lunch program, the Title grants (Title | Low Income, Title Il Teacher Quality, Title Il
English Language Acquisition, and Title IV Drug Free grant), and Medicaid Administrative
Outreach. The district is expected to receive $1,883,441 in federal grants and aid in FY10.

B. Title | Low Income — The Title | Low Income grant was increased at the end of the FY09 school
term based on a redistribution of revenues that occurred after Federal ARRA stimulus dollars
were allocated to Title | programs. District #50 Title | funds are not ARRA funded. The increases
in revenues were available the last month of school year 2009. The administration amended the
FYQ9 grant budget to cover additional expenses that were being incurred but not covered by the
old grant, and carried over the remaining new revenues to FY10. We recently received
confirmation that these dollars plus the normal allocation of Title | funds would be available.
$484,377 is the amount that the grant is written for in FY10.

C. American Recovery and Reinvestment Act - We have confirmation of four sources of ARRA
stimulus funds, the IDEA special education grant, McKinney-Vento Homeless Act grant, IDEA

Preschool grant, and stimulus money that will be used to meet the state’s current obligation to
fund a portion of General State Aid payments. We are budgeting revenues and expenses for the
stimulus grants in the amount of $1,273,347 (IDEA), $1,212 (McKinney-Vento Homeless),
$30,667 (IDEA Preschool) and $661,224 for General State Aid. The IDEA stimulus money will be
spent mainly on curriculum, instructional materials, technology materials, and other non recurring
expenses. General State Aid will be spent on teacher salaries. Because the funds are not
expected to continue, we will not be allocating them to new staff positions, unless those positions
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are a recurring revenue source. Some of these expenses and revenues may be carried over to
the FY11 budget year.

D. IDEA Part B Flow Thru Grant — The IDEA Part B Flow Thru Grant has increased from $23,112to
$519,101 for FY10. These dollars will flow through to SEDOL and will be offset by a
corresponding increase in the SEDOL billing. No increase in overall revenue will result from this
change. The grant application is completed in coordination with SEDOL in order to offset the
annual tuition costs to member districts. SEDOL had written the grant in the past for certified
teaching staff, however, due to the increase in Federal TRS retirement contribution costs
(23.38%), the districts were requested to write the grants for non — TRS costs.

E. Internal Transfer of Interest — A transfer of $78,669 from the Education fund to the Debt Service
fund is being recommended to support the cost of the computer lease agreement. $78,669 is the
difference between the lease cost of $194,000 and the interest earned in the Debt Service fund of
$115,331 during FY09.

F. Interest Transfer — State Board accounting regulation (Section 100.50 (A)(4) effective July 1,
2009, require districts to designate interest earnings as principal unless a board passes a
resolution allowing the interest to remain interest. A resolution allowing us to do this is attached.

District Expenses - Salaries and Benefits, Services and Supplies and Equipment Needs

A. Salaries and Benefits - The budget allowance for salaries in FY10 is $44,536,730. This is based
on a 4.0% overall increase to the salary budget for certified and support staff, a 2% increase for
non-union support staff and a 0% increase for administrative staff. This budget is for 560 certified
teaching positions, 330 educational support staff, substitute teachers, athletic/coaching and
intramural stipends and all anticipated overtime costs. The budget also includes an allowance for

eleven new staff positions (certified teachers and paraprofessionals) required to service student
needs.

The district is a member of the Em ployee Benefit Cooperative (EBC) to jointly purchase health,
life, and dental coverage. The cooperative is made up of over 70 school districts and provides
BlueCross/BlueShield PPO Health Insurance Benefits, Dental Coverage from MetLife, and Life
Insurance coverage. Health insurance premium costs increased 6.6%, no increase to dental
insurance and life insurance effective July 1, 2009. Total insurance benefit costs for the district
are budgeted at $8,070,926.

B. Services - The district anticipated service costs are in the area of professional services, costs
such as architect and engineering fees, audit professional services, food service management,
contracted transportation costs, bus leases, and special education areas such as speech,
occupational therapy, physical therapy and psychologist services. These costs are budgeted at
$9,311,793 in FY10. This is an increase of $31,649 due primarily to the increase in Federal
ARRA grant spending.

C. Supplies and Equipment - Supplies are categorized as disposable and long-term. Examples of
disposable items are items such as pencils, paper, fuel, natural gas and electric charges, etc.
Long-term supplies are non-capitalized (non-depreciated items), valued between $500 and
$2500, such as calculators and chairs. The district's total supply budget in FY10 is $4,701,182,
which is an increase of $402,571 over FY09. This difference is primarily due to the ARRA
expenditures budgeted in FY10 that have been offset by Federal stimulus funds.

Total Capital Outlay budget requests in FY10 were initially targeted at $182,270. Some of the
major projects scheduled for FY10 include computer replacements in the Elementary schools,
basketball backboard replacements at the Elementary schools, updating current website
hardware/software, installation of wireless network, exterior building signage, and fencing around
storage areas at the Primary School. The district is using some of our ARRA stimulus funds to
help fund scheduled district technology purchases that are part of the ARRA grant. This brings
the non-construction capital purchase budget for FY10 to $464,706.

D. Other Expenses

Life Health Safety Repairs - The district has allocated $1,477,000 to complete required facility
improvements as deemed appropriate by the State required Life Health Safety inspection
conducted in 2005. In FY10 we have scheduled repair and maintenance items such as hot water
heater replacements, air conditioning unit repairs, coil replacement, electrical motor and
frequency drive replacements. The previous year's budget expense was $2,740,000 for Life
Health Safety repairs.

SEDOL Construction Bond Payment - The district floated a 30-day bond in order to use existing
bond and interest money in the Debt Service Fund to pay District #50’s portion of the SEDOL
construction costs. This action allowed the district to pay off the debt without raising taxes, and
removed a 20-year SEDOL construction payment from the operating budget. The total cost to pay
off the SEDOL debt was $1,245,167. The total payments over the life of the bond estimated for
Woodland by SEDOL on June 2, 2008 were $2,199,377. Projected savings are $952,210. These
dollars would have come from operating funds rather than the Debt Service account.
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SEDOL Tuition Costs — The FY10 SEDOL tuition cost budget increased by $502,012 in FY10.
This increase was partially offset by an increase in IDEA revenues of $495,989. The IDEA grant
application is completed by District 50 in coordination with SEDOL in order to offset the annual
tuition costs to member districts. SEDOL had written the grant in the past for certified teaching
staff; however, due to the increase in Federal TRS costs (23.38%), the districts were requested to
write the grants for non-TRS personnel costs. There are no added expenses (other than
budgeting tracking/reporting expenditures) that were incurred with this grant.

Apple Computer Lease Agreement —~ The district is on year two of a four-year replacement cycle
for computer replacement. The lease agreement projected a need to fund $120,000 in computer

purchases in year two, for a total cost of $269,000. We have been able to use some of the ARRA
grant money to purchase outright many of the computers that were originally scheduled to go into
the FY10 lease agreement. The revised lease agreement being presented to the Board of
Education in September is for $45,000, or a total FY10 payment of $194,000. This represents a
savings of $426,000 in operating budget costs over the next four years.
